NOTE: C-1 = 1 person (solo paddler); C-2 = 2 people (tandem paddlers).
Classes will be run in the order listed.

Coastguard-approved PFDs (lifevests) must be worn by all paddlers; PFDs will be provided for any racers
not bringing their own.
When does the first race start? The Boat Sponsors Race will begin at 10 am followed by the other classes in the
order listed above. There will be a short meeting for racers at 9:30 am.
Why should | race? Because it’s a whole lot of fun no matter how well you race... you may win an award if you
race well... you may win a canoe just for participating... you may win some cash if you race really, really well... and
all proceeds support local volunteer canoe and kayak instruction through the Canoe Club of Greater Harrisburg. All
entrants will receive a Dick Reese Kipona Canoe Races T-Shirt. Heat winners in the Novice & Rookie classes will
receive a free 1-year membership in the Canoe Club of Greater Harrisburg. A drawing will be held to give away a
tandem canoe donated by Mr. Richard Reese of Swainton, NJ, 8-time Kipona High Point Trophy winner. In
addition, the Canoe Club of Greater Harrisburg has donated paddles & life vests for the canoe. All race
participants automatically qualify. In addition, Mr.Reese will provide cash prizes of $100, $75 and $50 to 1st, 2nd &
3rd place finishers of the Dick Reese C-1 Sprint Race. Cash prizes of $100, $75 and $50 to 1st, 2nd & 3rd place
finishers of the Mariah Quant Women’s C-1 Sprint Race will also be provided.
How far is the race? All races are a 1/2 mile sprint with buoy turn. You will head upstream 1/4 mile, turn around a
buoy, and then come back to the start line.
Will I get wet? Probably not. But just in case, the race sponsors will provide safety boats for the race.
What does it cost to enter? A $5 per person registration fee covers as many races as you would like to enter.
The CCGH Race Registration Booth will be open during the Kipona Festival and on Race Day until 9 am, located
in Riverfront Park near the intersection of Locust and Front Streets.
Where do the races start and finish? The races start and finish on the Susquehanna River near the intersection
of Locust and Front Streets in Harrisburg, PA.

You
may decide on race day in which classes you want to compete. You must submit your signed individual registration form
before the registration deadline on race day.
